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   Econoboard Coated Installation   

Installation steps: 

1. Measure your floor space and calculate how many boards you will need using the simple 

formula below 

2. Cut the boards to size to suit your room layout. Econoboard coated can be cut very easily 

using a sharp blade or wood saw. Please take appropriate care when using sharp tools 

3. Ensure your substrate is secure, clean and free from dust and loose particles. Set out your 

cut boards onto the area in an offset brick pattern. Fix in position using fixing screws (6020) 

and washers (6016) at 300mm centres (10 washers per board) 

 

Pro Tip: 

Allow approximately 10 mechanical fixings per board, fixing in the middle of the board as well as 

round the perimeter. This will maximise the strength and lateral stability of the floor 

For a high-quality finish make sure all boards are flush, and tape over the seams using Reinforcing
